Luke Davis, editor of Chester-based publishing firm Community Initiatives Associates, helped to develop the books and is confident that they will act as a vital resource for teachers.

He said: “We are really proud of this book and the way it uses a combination of narrative and activities to deliver an important message. It’s both fun and educational and ideally suited for primary school children.”
Set in Treetop Forest, the book follows Barney Eagle and Echo Squirrel as they deal with a spate of anti-social incidents. The school will also receive classroom support materials such as wall posters, stickers and related drama scripts.
